Dear   St.   Charles   Parents,   
  

As   we   see   an   increase   of   COVID   cases   in   our   state   and   in   the   counties   where   our   families   reside,   we   anticipate   
disruptions   in   the   weeks   ahead.   The   disruptions   may   include   students   and   staff   who   need   to   quarantine   and   test   
due   to   symptoms   or   exposures.   If   we   do   have   suspected   or   confirmed   exposures   in   the   school,   it   will   lead   to   
grade-level   cohorts   quarantining   and   moving   to   distance   learning   for   a   period   of   time   to   be   determined   by   the   
circumstances.   We   will   continue   to   follow   our   plan   and   do   our   best   to   mitigate   the   spread   of   this   virus.   We   will   
continue   to   rely   on   your   support   and   cooperation   as   we   have   been   and   will   throughout   this   year.     
  

Something   that   I   want   to   give   more   attention   to   is   the   mental   health   of   our   students   and   staff   as   we   work   through   
these   times.   I   would   say   that   the   morale   in   the   building   is   good   among   students   and   staff,   but   I   want   to   maintain   
that   environment   and   be   aware   that   our   students   will   need   extra   support   and   a   watchful   eye   this   year.   Please   be   
in   touch   with   us   about   concerns   you   have   about   your   child(ren).   We   do   have   a   school   counselor,   Keri   Brenden,   
on   site   once   per   week,   and   she   is   meeting   with   students   while,   of   course,   following   safety   protocols.   I   will   be   
sending   out   some   resources   and   opportunities   for   you   to   take   advantage   of   as   needed.   Please   see   the   attached   
flier   for   an   opportunity   to   attend   a   webinar   hosted   by   Dr.   Jules   Nolan   coming   up   on   November   4th.
